CRITERIA
To be awarded a scholarship students must:

e Students must be in catchment and have completed the enrolment process and had an
interview with the Principal or be currently enrolled in the school (Years 7 -9)

® The applicant will demonstrate the College values of Respect, Integrity and Courage as
well as the broad range of opportunities they have taken to increase their emotional,
physical and social wellbeing and this of others.

Candidates will be selected on the basis of the following and should be attached to this
application:

|:| Complete the written application. Applications can be found on the website.

|:| Include a Referee report which will substantiate the students ability to show pride in
themselves, the College and community. Referee report must not be a family member but
someone from the community /education/sport/extra curricular etc.

|:| Create a video (using iMovie) that is no longer than 2 minutes that demonstrates the
students aptitude to be a confident, creative or aspirational learner. This could include;

e examples of how you demonstrate the College values;
* how you contribute to the College/School and/or the community you are currently in;

e your willingness to engage with a broad range of opportunities and what this would
look like.

|:| Applications must be submitted to the Administration Office no later than 3:00 pm on
Friday 4 November. Please have the 3 requirements saved to a USB to be transferred onto
our system.
